This could
mean remotes, headphones, wires, remote control cars, televi-
sions, stereos, computers, monitors, any computer accessory, all
the way to kitchen appliances, such as refrigerators, washers,
dryers, water heaters and almost anything in between. However,
they DO NOT accept any type of light bulbs, thermostats, smoke
detectors, alkaline batteries, VHS tapes or floppy disks, or PCB
ballasts.

MRC will be charging a $15 fee for any CRT & Projection televi-
sions if you bring in more than one per car. The only reason why
they charge for CRT and Projection
televisions is because of the cost to
properly recycle them.
